A Reflection from the desk of the Pastor  
Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time            February 20, 2022          Year C 

 
In the first reading from the first book of Samuel, Saul is looking for David to harm him. However, 
David and Abishai encounter Saul and his men by night when Saul is asleep. Although Abishai wants 
to hurt Saul on David's behalf, David refuses because he considers Saul to be the Lord's anointed.    
Instead, David takes the spear and the pitcher of water from Saul's side. David shows mercy to Saul!  
 
In the responsorial psalm, we are reminded of God’s mercy and kindness. God forgives our guilt and 
shows us love and compassion. He does not treat us according to our faults.  
 
In the gospel, Jesus tells his disciples to love their enemies and do good to those who hate them. He 
wants their virtue to go beyond those of the ordinary folks. This is a very difficult precept for his     
disciples. It is also a very difficult precept in the world today. The normal tendency is to treat our 
“enemies” the way they treat us, or even worse. Sometimes, it is a matter of our egos being hurt, at 
other times, we feel so hurt by some people that we also want them to feel our pain. Today we are 
called to treat others better than they treat us. How do we treat those that treat us poorly? Mercy!
