A man goes into a church, kneels down and starts praying like he's been doing for many years. Man: Dear God, I've 
never asked for much and I've been devoted to you all my life. I'm your humble servant and I have a question. The 
church starts trembling, the walls are shaking when a deep voice arises. God: Speak my child. Man: Can you tell me 
how much a billion years are for you? God: Nothing but a mere moment. Man: And dear God, can you tell me how 
much a billion dollars is to you? God: Nothing but a little pocket money. Man: And dear God, wouldn't you share 
some of that little pocket money with me who has shown a lifetime of loyalty? God: But yes! Absolutely! Man: 
THANK YOU DEAR GOD! I know your generosity is infinite. God: It will arrive in just a moment...  

 Typically All Saints Day (November 1) is a Holy Day of Obligation.  A time we gather to remember and pray 
for those who have shown us how to live our lives for God. But this year, All Saints Day is not a Holy Day of Obliga-
tion because it falls on a Saturday and the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) ruled that the      
obligation is lifted when certain feasts fall on a Saturday or Monday. So does that mean it is not important enough to be          
celebrated? Certainly not! Today, we celebrate All Souls Day.  A day dedicated to remembering those in Purgatory and 
our own family and friends who have gone before us.  We may even remember how someone has exhibited a Saintly 
trait and has inspired us to live more of a Christian life. God provides each of us with the gift of the Holy Spirit, if we 
just take the time to listen to Him.  It does not mean we will obtain recognition as a Saint, but it does mean we will be 
given the gift of sharing our faith with someone else.  Perhaps a saintly trait we admired. 

 Jesus tells us in John’s Gospel (6:37-40) that we are all important and He will not lose even one of us that was 
given to Him by the Father.  I pray that statement alone helps each of us to want to strive to be saintly.  Jesus died for 
the saints and sinners, may we live our lives so that when He comes we will be among those proved by the fire.~Joan
